Pastor’s Corner
Brothers, Sisters, Children, Visitors and All,
Warm Welcome to St. Cecilia’s Parish!

For the Church, we begin our new year today.

Advent marks the beginning of the Church's liturgical year,
consisting of the four Sundays and weekdays leading to
Christmas. Its Latin origin, "ad-venire," meaning "to come
to," emphasizes preparation for both Christ's second
coming and the celebration of His birth. This season
encourages a focus on being alert and ready for His return,
as highlighted in the scripture readings, which urge
believers not to be distracted by worldly concerns. Advent
shares the liturgical color purple with Lent, reflecting its
nature of preparation and penance for the forthcoming joy
of Christmas.

During Advent, specific changes in Mass are noted, such as
the priest wearing violet, except on the Third Sunday
(Gaudete Sunday), which allows for rose vestments. The
altar decorations are typically more modest, embodying
the season's reflective nature. From December 17 to
December 24, emphasis is placed on preparing for the
Nativity celebrations, with "O" Antiphons being sung—a
tradition since the eighth century that conveys the
fulfillment of Old Testament messianic hopes through

Christ's advent.

Advent devotions, including the Advent wreath, serve to
deepen the understanding of the season, and resources
like Advent calendars offer daily activities and prayer
suggestions to assist in spiritual preparation for the birth of
Jesus Christ. Happy Advent Season! We are called to
prepare for Jesus' Final Coming at the end of the world as
we celebrate Christmas. Amidst the holiday preparations,
let us focus on being ready to welcome the Birth of Jesus. |
am praying for our preparation to greet Him upon His
coming.

Reflection

Isaiah foretells a time when nations will no longer wage war (Isaiah 2:4). Why hasn’t this come to pass? The

second reading and the Gospel hint at the answer: we

must stay awake and ready for salvation (Romans

13:12) and for the coming of the Son of Man (Matthew 24:39). Being “awake” means putting on Christ as

armor, avoiding attitudes like rivalry and jealousy, and

teaching others—especially children—to do the same.

War persists because hatred and greed persist. Isaiah’s vision of turning swords into plowshares invites us to
begin with small acts: forgiving those who hurt us, sharing our faith, and showing God’s love in daily life.
Patience with others may not end all wars, but it prepares our hearts for the Prince of Peace.
